o The small fish wheel was in operation yesterday tagging,
measuring and releasing Coho. A fish wheel is a selective
harvest device situated on rivers for catching fish. It is
outfitted with wire baskets designed to catch and carry
fish. The current of the river presses against the
submerged paddles and rotates the wheel, pushing the
baskets through the water where they intercept fish that
are swimming or drifting.

° The spider excavator continues work on the west bank to
break up large rocks using a drill attachment. This will
prepare space on the bank for larger machinery to

maneuver.
o Scalers continue to work on the east side.
